She attends regular classes and is not actually in the Gateway class 
for lessons.  She goes to work on Wednesdays and is working on 
Early Childhood unit standards for homework.   
Jordan is employed at Bronwyn’s Place at Titahi Bay.  Bianca Wood 
is the Head Teacher.  She describes Jordan as “a bit of a natural… it 
would be a real shame if she doesn’t go through and do the training.  
The children love her and the staff love her too.  She’s like a teacher 
aide—very helpful.” 

A TYPICAL DAY AT WORK  
ON GATEWAY 

 

Jordan begins her day at between 8.30 and  
9 a.m. She works alongside the children in  
whatever they are doing.  She will sit down  
and read a book, play alongside them in the  
sandpit, run around and play rugby and  
sing songs.   
The day starts with mat time, followed by  
group work.  Morning tea is at 10 a.m. and  
is usually a piece of fruit followed by sand- 
wiches or muffins.   
Later there are outside activities (or inside if 
wet) and more mat time at 11.45 before  
lunch starts.  Jordan helps with washing  
hands and sitting the children at the table.   
Later she helps get them ready for sleep. 
When they wake up, she does quiet activities 
with them, especially art.   
Afternoon tea is next.  The last part of the  
day is usually taken up with inside activities  
such as board games and a story. Jordan’s 
 day  finishes at around 4.30p.m.   
Jordan loves her job and is always enthus- 
iastic about what she has done that day.
